Adult Education:   “Lent: Practicing Forgiveness,” led by the 

      Rev. Margaret Bullitt-Jonas, Veronica Chapman, and Anne  

      Homme.  Forgiveness looks simple when we read about it, and we 

      may find it easy to discuss the theory of forgiveness. Yet how 

      difficult it is to practice forgiveness when someone has deeply 

      hurt us! Why is it so hard to seek or to grant forgiveness? Are 

      there places in our lives where we are unreasonably demanding of 

      someone? What about people who don’t deserve to be forgiven? 

      This five-week Lenten study and practice of forgiveness will use 

      the exercises in Doris Donnelly’s book, Putting Forgiveness into 

      Practice, as a springboard for personal exploration and  

      discussion. Every class will include time for private reflection and 

      small group sharing. This course would be especially helpful for 

      those preparing to receive the sacrament of reconciliation. (The 

      book is out of  print, but available on-line; several copies, used 

      and new, are available for sale in Annie’s office. If possible, 

      please bring a copy to class.)Veronica Chapman and Anne  

      Homme are mentors in the Education for Ministry program. 

      Veronica is also a certified Veriditas Labyrinth facilitator.
