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From the Rector

Dear Friends in Christ,

When | was training as a priest, | learned there
were “secret” prayers to be said at certain times
during the Divine Liturgy. One of them occurs
during the “ablutions,” the ritual washing of the
celebrant’'s hands before the Eucharistic pi

My own prayer incorporates the sentiments of
the great penitential Psalm 51. As the acolyte
pours water over my fingers, | pray silently,
“Cleanse me through and through from my
wickedness, O God, and cleanse me from my
sin...Create in me a clean heart, O God, and
renew a right spirit within me that | may make
this offering on behalf of your people and they
may know again the power of your forgiveness
and the hope of your resurrection.”

So, it's not a secret anymore.

| recently came across this short excerpt from a
sermon by St. Augustine of Hippo that is an
exposition on the same psalm, and it made
sense to me to share it as we begin this new
Lenten season together.

We cannot just assume that we are
living good lives, free from sin. Leta
person’s life be praised only insofar as
that person asks for pardon. But we
are hopeless creatures, and the less
attentive we are to our own sins, the
more we tend to pry into those of
other people. We seek not what we
can correct, but what we can criticize.
And since we are not able to excuse
ourselves, we are ready to accuse
others.

This is not the way David showed us
how to pray and make amends to
God. Inthe psalms [Psalm 51] he
says, “l| acknowledge my
transgression, and my sin is ever
before me.” David was not interested
in other people’s sins. He turned his
mind to himself, not in self-flattery, but
went deep down inside himself. He
did not spare himself, and thus it was
not presumptuous of him to pray that
he might be spared.

Do you want to be reconciled to God?
Then learn how to act towards
yourself so that God may be
reconciled with you. Reflect on what
you read in the same psalm: “If you
wanted sacrifice, | would give it; but
you take no pleasure in burnt
offerings.” Do you think you have
nothing to offer, nothing to appease
God? Go on with the psalm, listen and
say: “The sacrifice of God is a broken
spirit: a broken and contrite heart, O
God, you will not despise.” You have
that to offer. Do not examine the flock.
Do not prepare ships and journey to
the most distant provinces to bring
back exotic incense. Seek rather in
your heart what is acceptable to God:
you must rend your heart. Why do
you fear that it may perish if it is
broken? Attend to the words of
Scripture again. “Create in me a clean
heart, O God.” So then, that a heart
may be created, let the impure one be
broken.” (Sermon 19).

Also, the Vestry and | are engaged in a
strategic organizational review of our staffir
configuration to see how we are going to b
able to cover the administration of the
Sunday School. Owing a great deal to the
vitality of our current Sunday School, the
opportunities we offer our children to sing
and serve around the Altar, we are currentl
experiencing a period of happy influx of
some new children and their families to our
parish family, and so it is critical that we
maintain and build on the strengths of our
Sunday School and Youth Programs with
great care. All this has to be done with the
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reality of a budget that is very constrained
and stressed. | hope that that the Vestry and
the Commission of Christian Formation and
Education (CF&E) will have at least a solid
workable provisional plan to be impleme

in time for the Sunday School to be up and
running strong for the opening of our
“program” year in September.

In the meantime, | urge you to thank Pat for
her years of service. She has been a real
friend to Grace Church and our children.
Please join us for a dinner party in her honor
on the evening of April 14 at 5:30 p.m., the
Saturday before 2 Easter. Child care will be
provided. We have much to celebrate a
grateful for in Pat’s work among us, and |
will miss her deeply.

Notes from the February5™ Vestry meeting

Jane Beebe gave the opening reflection. She mused about the
process she went through to choose a religious name prior to
being received as a full oblate with the Companions of St. Luke.
The Abbot made the final choice but she had to come up with
three possible names. The name she was given is Sister Teresa
for St. Teresa of Avila. Since receiving that name she is
beginning to experience that there is the potential for a
relationship with Teresa of Avila in the here and now - she is

not just an inspiring historical figure.

As this was our first meeting as Vestry 2007, we went around
the room and told where our names came from and their
significance, if we knew, and how long we had been coming to
Grace Church.

Rob distributed a pamphlet entitled “What is a Vestry” which
essentially rephrases those canons outlining the responsibilities
of Vestry members. The Vestry shares in the leadership of the
Church; the vibrancy of the parish is up to us. We have
responsibility for the life of the parish. One requirement is that
we perform a mutual ministry review (Rector and Vestry
together), with the assistance of an outside person every other
year. We look at goals and accomplishments, and identify those
things that have become “pebbles in our shoes.” It is our duty
to identify and raise up suitable candidates for ordained
ministry. Rob said that of the 13,000 Episcopal priests in this
country, only 300 are aged 35 and under! We also work to
identify new leaders for the Vestry, Commissions, and
Committees of the parish. Most Vestry members serve as
liaisons to various committees and commissions. Commissions
generally have one meeting per month. The Vestry also invites
representatives from each commission to attend a Vestry
meeting sometime during the year. Next month it will be Parish
Life. In addition to the commissions, there are Vestry
committees: personnel, building, property, finance, mutual
ministry review, sabbatical planning, and discernment. Rob has
formed a new committee to perform a strategic organizational
review of the budget and personnel issues.

The Rev'd Ann Wood, deacon in our diocese and chaplain at
Cooley-Dickinson Hospital, has been assigned to Grace by the
Bishop for a three-year appointment. The role of a deacon is to
interpret the needs of the world to the church. She will preach
3-4 times per year.

Rob laid out several concerns he has about the
current personnel structure and the resulting
pressures on the budget. The staff has been
working hard through the Restoration Project. Pat
Andrews, director of Christian Formation and
Education is retiring. At our current level of
funding, we cannot replace her. Rob is the only full
time clergy person. Robin's 30 hours a week is very
full with producing bulletins, newsletters, the web
page, correspondence, keeping parish records,
answering phones and receiving visitors. There are
security concerns as well. The liturgical, pastoral,
and administrative loads continue to incréase.
unsustainable The staff has not taken a cost-of-
living increase in two years. Health insurance costs
are rising dramatically. Rob has formed a
committee interested in addressing these issues:
Mary Hocken, Mary McCarthy, Bob Kelly, Jennifer
Soper, and Don Buckloh. In the past, the Rector
would simply “fix it.” Rob does not want to work
that way. It will be important to solve the CF&E
piece of this before the summer so there will be
time to plan for September. The new budget
commences in July.

Chris reported that the buried oil tank is gone,
along with the contaminated soil. Some powe
and water lines were hit and have been rerouted.
The new sewer line is in. Chris is pleased that the
contractors are committed to staying within
budget. Amherst College is now involved in the
discussion about Spring Street plans. There is a
meeting planned with the Town in mid-February.

Jen plans to corral volunteers for painting of the
walls in the Undercroft and two offices. She also
announced that there has been an offer of cleaning
and office help.

Bruce updated us on the budget. We now have 194
pledges totaling $382,381. We passed two
resolutions designating the housing allowances for
Rob and Ton. This is necessary each year for tax
purposes.

NOTES FROM THE SURVIVAL
CENTER

The Amherst Survival Center has been much in the
news in the past few months. One of the outgrc

of the public discussion about the Center, its mission
and its future has been the addition of five new
members to the Board of Directors. | am pleased
and humbled to represent the Grace Church family
as one of those new members. Each month, | will

try to keep you up-to-date on the progress the Center
is making and to share some of the stories that | hear
when | am there.

The Survival Center distributes food, provides a Free
Store for clothing and household goods, and serves a
hot lunch four days a week for those in our
community who are in need. The Center deals with a
broad population from the chronically homeless to
those who have lost a job and need help in the
transition, to a wide variety of individuals for whom
the services make the difference between surviving
and living. Even more, the Survival Center is a
community — as Rob talked about in his sermon
Sunday (2/10), a level ground — where people can
gather with respect and dignity. It provides a sense
of family and security to a lot of folks.

The recent reporting focused on complaints of civil
rights violations, feelings of inequitable treatment,
and issues between and among staff, volunteers and
consumers. Yes, there have been difficulties — but
then, any organization serving such a diverse
constituency is going to have them from time to

time. No allegation of violation of civil rights has
been substantiated. The issues of management,
equity and respect are being addressed directly. New
Board members are being enlisted, the Board is
engaged in an intensive period of strategic thinking
and planning, open forums for stakeholders are being
held regularly, a new executive will be hired soon,
and much more!

The facts have been obscured, if not lost, in the
public discussion concerning the ongoing and
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growing need in our community for the
services the Center provides. Here are some
facts:

f The Center serves over 6900 lunches a
year during the 173 days that were
recorded last year — that's almost 40
people per day! A few days were so
busy no one could keep count.

f InFYO06 2,874 boxes of non-
perishable food (125,365 pounds of it)
were distributed to 681 households
and 1,404 individuals. 468 of those
households were new to ASC.

f Inaddition, 115,478 pounds of
perishable foods were distributed.

f 122,599 pounds of clothing were
received in FY06; 75,737 pounds were
deemed suitable for distribution
through the Free Store; the remainder
was sent to Planet Aid (a qualified
non-profit) for use in projects
primarily in Asia.

f The Center serves as a drop-in center
for many, many each year who
experience its caring community and
receive referrals for other types of
services and resources.

But the Survival Center is about a lot more
than the numbers. The Amherst Survival
Center’s mission is “to provide a welcoming
community where families and individuals who
are struggling to make ends meet can come for
food and clothing, for companionship and
relief from isolation and to share their material
resources, information, concerns and
frustrations. No one is turned away. An
equally important function for the Center is to
help people move beyond a condition of need,
to help them to help themselves and each
other. Volunteering is encouraged among all
who want to play a bigger part in the cycle of
giving and receiving that defines the Center.”

Grace Church and its family have been an
important part of the Survival Center’s history
and, God willing will be an important part of
fulfilling its future.

Celebrating Ruth Hooke, Activist for
Peace and Justice at 80

For this month’s column, | interviewed Ruth
Hooke, who turns 80 on March 12. | wanted to
know when and why she first became active in the
cause of peace and social justice. | asked for some
of the high points of her activist career, how she
keeps her optimism, and what gives her hope.

I met with Ruth the day after she and the Raging
Grannies held an “action,” singing protest songs in
front of the military recruiting office in the South
Hadley Big Y shopping mall. She said that she wa
pleased with the turnout of the Grannies in the
bitter cold, thought that they had made their point,
especially with the coverage in the papers and on
TV, but disappointed that more young people
weren't there. She feels that the Grannies are an
important witness, as older women, not just sitting
back in their rocking chairs, but making a splash
with their outrageous hats, silly boas, and funny
protest songs. Ruth, who founded the Amherst
area chapter of Grannies said, “It's the most
rewarding thing | do now. | don’t know what effect
we have, but it's our way of resisting this war.”

Ruth first became active in the late forties during a
summer work camp sponsored by her Quaker higt
school, repairing housing in inner city Philadelphia
“Suddenly | came in contact with poor people in
desperate need,” she said. At Wellesley she joine
the World Federalists. After college she became a
Quaker, and a pacifist. She worked in Europe for
the World Council of Churches settling refugees
and helping to build a youth center. “It was an eye
opening experience,” she said. “l recognized for
the first time that the horrors of war affect not only
the people killed on the battlefield.”

In the sixties she and her husband Richard toc

in civil rights marches in Boston, pushing a baby
carriage. In 1963 the family moved to Henniker,
New Hampshire, where Richard taught at the local
college: “We set up a peace group which metin o
living room, and organized a bus to Washington to
march against the Vietnam war. We were known
the local Communists—'those Hookes.” One time
someone set off a firecracker under our VW bus,
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but no harm was done. Our home became a
meeting place for local peaceniks, especially during
the '68 primary when we supported Gene
McCarthy.”

“War is not the only issue,” Ruth continued. “In
the early ‘70s | went to Washington with my
daughter Ruthanna for an anti-nuclear march, and
in ‘78 | marched with other feminists for the Equal
Rights Amendment (which didn’t pass because of
Kansas). In the ‘80s | was president for a time of
the Five College Faculty and Staff for Peace in
Central America. We protested the killing of nuns
and priests in El Salvador, sent computers to El
Salvador and Nicaragua, had speakers here, and
wrote for the college newspapers.

“In 1995 Richard and | went to Haiti with Witness
for Peace, and we became interested in one of the
local schools. Through Grace Church we collected
paper, pencils, and art supplies for the school, and
the following year Richard went back to do some
art and music projects with the kids under the
auspices of Hope for Haiti. In 2005 | traveled again
to Haiti with the Raging Grannies. We sang in lots
of places—day care centers, schools, prisons (which
were really depressing)—and we visited a
reforestation project in southern Haiti. Holly Near
used to sing a song with the words, ‘Send a
thousand grandmothers and they'll solve anything.’
We were hoping for a thousand but only six of us
came. Oh well.

“Last November, 500 of us grandmothers went to
Ft. Benning, Georgia, to protest the School of the
Americas. We marched together wearing white
kerchiefs to symbolize the mothers of the
disappeared in Argentina, who marched wearing
white diapers on their heads to protest the
‘disappearance’ of their children during the
government’s crackdown on dissent. Then in
January we rallied in front of the Supreme Court
and marched to the White House wearing prisoners
orange jump suits. This was to mark the fifth
anniversary of the opening of Guantanamo. That
was most dramatic.”

| knew she had given cows to a group of women in
a town in Vietnam, and | asked her about that.

“Oh, | forgot about the cows: In 2003, after the
sale of my house, | had a little extra money and |
gave it to the Winds of Peace, an organization run
by a Vietham War veteran working to provide help
to women in small Vietnamese towns by furnishing

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Forgive and Forget

How often we hear that phrase, “Forgive anc
forget”; it links those two words irrevocably ir
people’s minds, greatly to our detriment, for \
think if we cannot forget, we cannot forgive.
Forgetting is not always within our will to
control, as we see in the case of post-traume
stress syndrome. Incidents or words may lie
deep in our minds; we think we have forgotte
them. They may not come within our
consciousness for a long time, and then at a
particular sound, sight, taste or smell, the wh
scene is in front of us again, alive in every de
as it was five or twenty-five years ago, and jt
as wounding.

Once, long ago, someone close to me said &
particularly vile thing about me. | did not dwe
upon it and in fact it had so totally gone from
my mind that | never recalled it -- it was as if
completely erased. Then, some twelve years
later, as | was getting ready for my daughter’
eighth birthday party, preparing the games fc
the little girls, making party favors, baking the
cake and then having it crumble as | took it c
of the pan, the incident and words of that tim
a dozen years before flashed into my mind o
of nowhere. There was no connection that |

could see, no sight, sound or idea that was i
any way parallel, that could have triggered it.

But there it was, surging forward from deepest

memory into consciousness and devastating
me.

But forgiving can be an act of conscious choice.
After much pondering and agony, | can decide

that this thing is over; | am not going to let it

affect me any more. Because as long as | hold
on to the anger toward the one who hurt me, |

am still his or her victim, | am still letting this

action of however many years ago control my
life or my feelings now. It does not mean that |
condone that act. It's saying, “I'm letting go of

this; I’'m not allowing it to rule my life any
more.” It's a conscious letting go, so that |

don’t always have to feel that | am a victim, a

tiring role to maintain.
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Shall | be holding it against my father, even
now after he is dead, that he had the habit of
saying something wounding to someone,
especially my mother, and then when she
reacted , he would say, “Can’t you take a
joke?”, shifting the blame from himself to his
victim. For a long time this used to anger me. |
would go home to visit, determining that this
time our relationship was going to be good.
And then just seeing his thick bull-neck in front
of me in the car would fill me with a vast silent
rage. But my last few visits, when he was
beginning to develop Alzheimer’s and put his
shoes on the wrong foot, so that | could see
that they were going to pinch him all day, |
would sit him down and bend over to change
the shoes, and would see that any of his power
to hurt me lay not in him any more, but in me —
in my remembering and refusing to let go past
incidents.

The ultimate example of forgiveness is God,
for God does not suffer from post-traumatic
stress disorder. We read in Isaiah 43:25, “I,
even |, am he that blotteth out thy
transgressions for mine own sake, and will not
remember thy sins.” ( KJV) Unlike us, God is
able to forgive and forget.
