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The Call of Epiphany-tide.

Then Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for us to be here; if you wish, I will make three dwellings here, 
one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah."

You will recognize this response from Peter when he is overwhelmed by the dazzling sight of Jesus 
transfigured before him and James and John. We always read about that moment of metamorphosis on 
the Last Sunday of the Epiphany, the Sunday just before Ash Wednesday.  The framers of our lectionary 
might have had in mind our need for a boost of light and brilliance before we head into that wilderness 
time of self-examination and repentance that is Lent.  Peter and his closest colleagues are brought up to 
the mountain where they witness a change in their spiritual teacher.  Jesus is accompanied by two of the 
major figures of the Hebrew scriptures: Moses, the one who led his people out of slavery in Egypt; and 
Elijah, the prophet who promised to return at the dawn of the Realm of God.  The light is blinding. The 
vision is so overpowering that Peter speaks out of anxiety to make sense of it, to have it be manageable 
and contained. He wants literally to comprehend the incomprehensible.  

It’s a natural response, isn’t it?  When someone meets you, whom do they see?  When you are asked a 
question about your own identity--about who you are-- how do you answer?  Or, when you want to know 
something essential about a new acquaintance, what do you ask?  Usually, we ask questions like: What 
do you do for a living? What’s your line of work?  Where do you go to school?  What’s your major?  
There are analogous questions asked of clergy when they meet other clergy:  how big is your church? is it 
high? low? a mission?

And immediately we are asked to fit into the booths and boxes that will make sense of us, that will tidy 
up all the complexities and textures and colors and struggles and joys that make up the essence of who 
we are. We are all like Peter in that sense.

Whether priest or homemaker, artist or attorney, clerk or teacher, student or secretary, patient or doctor, 
engineer or computer worker, employed or under or unemployed, each one of us is more than the boxes 
in which the world constrains us.  We are friends, worshippers, seekers, healers, intercessors, parents, 
children, mourners, celebrators.  Saints.  It may come as a surprise, but the unanimous belief of the early 
church fathers and mothers was that the real change that occurred on the Mount of the Transfiguration 
was in the disciples, not in Christ.  He merely revealed who he already was, fully God and fully human, 
and thus disclosed our ultimate identity.  Each time we share in the sacrament of Christ’s risen Body and 
Blood, each time we learn to forgive and be forgiven, each time we display the divine love that is in us, 
we grow closer and closer to the Christ who dwells within us and seeks to be made known and disclosed 
to the world.  That’s what we celebrate in this season of Epiphany, this season of the outing of God’s 
presence beyond the walls of the Church and into the world.  It’s a short season this year, but it’s 
certainly worth our contemplation.

Who are you?  You are the Beloved of God, in whom God’s heart sings out in joy.

Where does our money go and why do we keep asking for your pledges?

This year the Vestry made some very hard decisions to make substantial budget 
cuts in hopes that we won't have to dip into our endowment to make up yearly 
shortfalls, as we have had to do for the last five years.

Our projected budget this year is $502,514, which is $14,129 less than last year's
budget of $516,643. So far, six months into our new fiscal year, we have received
pledges of $389,958 which is $10,042 short of our goal of $400,000. This is the
reason that we keep asking for your help to put us on sound footing for this fiscal 
year.
Below is a simplified income/expense budget statement that shows how your
much-needed pledge will be spent for our ministry to extend Christ's love in the 
world.

A message from Deacon Ann

Kathy Shaw has ably filled the position of Chair of this Commission for the last three years, but now feels that 
it's time for her to step down. We really appreciate your leadership, Kathy, and thank you for all of the time and effort 
you have given to this ministry. We will miss you, but wish you well in whatever you feel called to do next.
               Kathy's departure, however, leaves us with a gap to fill. Might this person be you? Do you feel called to the 
ministry of pastoral care? If so, please talk to either Rob or to Deacon Ann with any questions.

One of the areas that falls under the "umbrella" of pastoral care is that of the Lay Eucharistic Visitors (or LEVs). 
The parish currently has nine active (and two inactive) diocesan-trained individuals, who are licensed to take 
communion to members of the parish unable to attend church. This might be either a short- or long-term need. LEVs 
need to visit homes in pairs - for two main reasons. One is in keeping with "safe church" concerns (for both the visitor 
and the visited) and the second is following in Jesus' footsteps. He sent his disciples out in twos. The need for a LEV to 
have a companion creates an opportunity for members of the congregation to experience the joy of sharing in 
communion with someone who is home-bound. The companion does not need to be a trained LEV but could 
participate in the service by reading the collect or gospel, or by helping to remember the sermon. Please speak to 
Deacon Ann if you think you might be interested in this ministry. We are especially interested in knowing of parishioners who 
might like to receive communion either at home, in the nursing home or in the hospital.

 Might your ministry be that of an intercessor? Do you feel called to pray for those who are sick or in crisis? A 
newly-forming prayer circle is looking for members. The prayer circle is for those who wish to preserve a degree of
privacy. Requests for prayer will be kept confidential within the circle and will be largely concerned with crisis 
events and for the short term. Requests for prayer can be made to any member of the circle, or through Ann, in the 
church office, who will then pass them on to the remaining members. Names of intercessors will be published in Grace 
Notes when the team is formed. Please let Deacon Ann know if you feel called to this ministry.

WHAT IS PRAYERFUL BIBLE STUDY?
Some people may wonder what Prayerful Bible Study actually is and this is an attempt to describe just what 
we do in the hope that others will join us.   We meet at 9:15 am Sunday mornings in Rob’s office in the old 
rectory building.   Tom Williams has agreed to be our convener and to come with background material which 
may help shed light on the Gospel passage we are studying.   When available,  Rob or Margaret join us.  Once 
we are gathered someone in the group volunteers to read the Gospel of the day.  Silence follows this first 
reading.   It is understood that if during the reading  a sentence or phrase stands out to you, you will simply 
state that phrase or sentence. Silence continues while we ponder these phrases.  Then another person in the 
group volunteers to read the Gospel of the day a second time.   After this second reading the group begins 
discussing what the gospel means to him/her personally and the group works together to understand and 
answer questions about the meaning.  This section of the study lasts the longest. The convener  usually knows 
when it is time for someone to read the Gospel a third and last time.  Members are encouraged to think and 
discuss how the Gospel we’ve studied can inform or guide us during the week to come.  We end about 10:15 
by saying the Collect together or some other communal prayer.  Sometimes we have gone around the circle to 
pray for each other individually. Those who have participated find it to be a good way to become better 
friends, to support one another, expand our understanding of the scriptures, and relate it to our lives. – Betsy

Christian Education for Adults --Wednesdays at Grace
Our Wednesdays at Grace features a simple potluck supper at 6pm in the Parish Hall, followed by a study, discussion, 
and prayer that ends by 8pm.  On Wednesday, January 9 Deacon Ann Wood will continue her discussion about 
the ministry of Christian healing--Healing Prayer - Part III.  This session will focus largely on putting into practice 
the skills and knowledge that were gained in sessions 1 and 2.  If you feel called to a healing prayer ministry, but were 
unable to attend the first two sessions, do come and join us anyway.

On Wednesdays--January 16th, 23rd, and 30th , the Revs Susan Schaeffer and Rob Hirschfeld will 
continue the discussions sparked by the "Wedding Fast".  We will discuss the tradition of the Church on
Christian marriage, sexuality, and homosexual relationships. After Easter we will resume the discussions by 
focusing on how human reason and experience inform our beliefs and practices.

Looking ahead to the Wednesday in Lent
A series is being contemplated to discuss the violent passages of scripture that appear in our Lenten 
and Passion-tide lectionary.  If, according to the Prayer Book, the "mission of the church is to 
restore all people to unity with God and each other in Christ," then how does our reading of these 
texts (e.g. the slaying of the firstborn in Egypt at the Exodus; the sacrifice of Isaac; the final verses of 
Psalm 137) help in that mission when they often disturb us and disrupt our discussions and striving 
for peace, inter-faith understanding and spiritual healing?  In what ways do these texts, interpreted 
rightly by a community of faith, further our mission of restoration and redemption?  As originally 
conceived, this series was to delve into our church's response to the violence and pain in the Middle-
East.  The planners, DeAnne Riddle, Jane Wald, Jim Wald, Robin Morris, and Rob Hirschfeld are 
now considering laying some ground work for that discussion by looking at the tensions fomented in 
our hearts and souls by our own liturgical reading of scripture. What might be some practical "best 
practices" in holy conversations be when the stakes are high?  Pray for both the planners and the 
participants as we enter into the woundedness of our humanity together in the hopes for Christ to 
heal and restore us.  (ARH)
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Liturgy
Thanks so much to Kitty and Tom Dougherty for arranging to have the Communion Rails extended! This 
should greatly improve the choreography of our communion and allow people to have the choice between 
standing or kneeling while sharing in the Holy Eucharist.  The gift of the rails themselves represents a 
"liturgy" as the root meaning of that word means the "work of the people."  We thank you!

The requests still keep coming for us to re-introduce both the Sunday 6pm Contemplative Eucharist and the 
daily services of Evening Prayer.  Let us summon a goodly number (4-5) of people to officiate at the Daily 
Office for evening prayer (which I know we can do), so we can begin training them for this regular offering 
of public worship.  By Canon, these readers must be trained by the Rector and licensed by the Bishop.  It is 
reasonable to expect that we can resume the Daily Office of Evening Prayer by Lent. Ash Wednesday is 
February 6.

It was hoped that we would wait until we could occupy the Chapel in the Undercroft before resuming the 
Contemplative Service on Sundays a 6pm.  But "popular demand" may be urging us to resume earlier.
Given enough support from members of the Altar Guild, lectors and Lay Eucharistic Ministers, we might 
consider returning that service, perhaps in an even more simplified way, on the first Sunday of Lent.  As we 
add services, it is important to consider their sustainability, and the health and availability of clergy and the 
laity to make these services possible.  Please pray for our continued discernment around our schedule.
