One is theHampshire County Interfaith Shelter on Center St. in Northampton. For many years rowthe
second Thursday of the month, from November throygtil, small teams of church members( usually 4-5)
cook and serve a hot meal for 20-24 guests, wiiveasbout 6pm to spend the night and leave aftegitiast
the following morning. We recently received an aHrfrom Edith Allison, whose family has served aahat
the shelter for 14 years, with their teenagersstingi at different times. For the February 12 mK#ty
Dougherty provided her amazing desserts, Lou Cagoked the main course; and Edith and Donny, B¥ook
and Brendan Sullivan, and newcomer Shawn Adamddhe dinner, socialized with the guests andftid t
clean-up.

Edith wrote: “The sharing of a meal with folks wteally need it, by folks who took the time to matkes
hard to put into words. When we heard that twopewere waiting to see if they could get in thigthmh
though the shelter was full, we were relieved mal fout from Brendan (a board member) that thosstgue
would be taken over to an auxiliary shelter in Bastpton at Immaculate Conception Catholic Churdiere,
on short notice, they have cots for up to six ngarests. The hearty stew was extremely well-receagwere
the fantastic Valentine desserts. One of the mehheawanted to be here next year for the Valerdesserts!
But we all agreed that he doesn't really want téHsze at all any longer than he has to.”

Pam Wilkinson has been helping oulNait Bread Alone,the soup kitchen in the basement of the First

leadership of Hwei-ling Greeney and our own Chrigfrhann, members of our congregation prepare, serve
and clean up a midday meal that is varied, nutritj@nd delicious.

“We arrive at 10:30, and Hwei-ling (after admonrgius to wash our hands) parcels out the chorabdor
day. The menu always has four or five differenhds and sometimes we have an unexpected donation t
work into the meal, but by 12 o'clock the foodésved and we sit down with the guests to enjoyrthei
company and our efforts.

Lunch morphs into clean-up and food-put-away, and:B0 the dishes are back in the cupboard, thee fo
clean, and the room is ready for Sunday and anatleet. It's a joyful experience and a great wayéet
people--the guests especially, but also the 8akels, if you're a 10:30er, and the 10:30ers ifrgoan 8
o’clocker. If you can't cook now, you'll find thabu can. If you can cook now, you'll find you leaamething
new. Try it; you'll like it.”
